In 2010 we made great strides in many areas due in no small part to the support of our dedicated volunteers, without 
whom we could not continue.  Each day at least 10 of these hardworking souls donate their time.  With the tender-
hearted efforts of these volunteers, our new Shelter Manager and our part time meds person, the cats receive a very

administration required for our organization. 
 
With the hard work of our dynamic duo of Directors, Anne Salomon and Marlene Smith, we formed and approved 
comprehensive policies on almost every aspect of our operations and compiled them into a policy manual that will 
help us in keeping the organization running smoothly. 
 
2010 was the last year to receive our grant from the BC Gaming Commission.  With the combination of careful 
financial planning, successful applications for other grants, extra efforts by our fundraising committee and the 
generosity of our donors, we are optimistic that we can make up the shortfall.  
  
With grants and special donations received in 2010, we closed in the open runs on the east side of the shelter. This 
makes the space useable in all seasons.  These grants and special donations will also enable us to level the floors and 
install ceramic tiles in the intake & quiet rooms. We and the cats are looking forward to these shelter improvements. 
  
On the technology front, our website is continually being enhanced.  We are receiving lots of hits and continue to 
communicate with our friends on Facebook. With a grant from the Township of Langley and a private donation, we 
have acquired two banner stands with beautiful banners that we can display at all our events. Through donations, we 
acquired a computer for the shelter. This is a huge benefit for our shelter manager who is now able to send and 
receive e-mails from the shelter and we are working towards a comprehensive Shelter Manager program to

We are grateful to have received a grant from the Humane Society International that has been designated for a trap, 
spay/neuter and return program (TNR) for feral cats in our community. We have used some of it to help feral cats in 
two particular locations in the Langley & Fort Langley area.  These cats are trapped and taken to our vet where they 
are spayed/neutered, vaccinated, treated for parasites and given a general health check.  They are then released 
either at the same site, if it is safe, with a food source or released at an approved farm. Here is a quote included in the 
grant approval letter from HSI: 
 
άYour wonderful work with the stray and abandoned cats of your area is truly impressive. We feel your efforts are both 
deeply sincere and highly effective in helping the animals in your care, and in setting an example of compassion in the 
wider community. We are honoured to be able to facilitate more of this fantastic work. It is shelters and sanctuaries 
like yours that are making a difference in the daily lives of animals in communities across Canada.έ 
  
Looking back, 2010 has been a great year for C.A.R.E.S. and looking ahead, we have challenges facing us but we believe 
that we are well equipped to meet them. Ultimately, it is all about the welfare of the cats.
